Parent Volunteer Role Descriptions: 

 Photographers - Take photos with a camera (NOT a phone, unless IPhone 10 or similar) of 
our cast and chorus so families can remember this moment for years to come! We would like 
our official photographers to consolidate photos to one Drop Box that we can share with all 
families the week after the Pageant. (Need 3) 

 
 Cue Leader - Help with cuing cast members to come on stage. Must be available Saturday, 

December 14 from 9:15 - 11:15 am and Sunday during the Pageant. (Need 8) 

 
 Dress Rehearsal Assistant - Help 3rd grade Cast get into costume during dress rehearsal on 

Saturday, December 14 from 9:00 - 10:00 am. (Need 3) 

 
 Music Helper on Sunday, December 15 - Help the children with the lyrics of the songs and 

getting on and off the risers. You will sit with the children on the risers during the Pageant. 
We ask that you be available for the pageant on Sunday, December 15 from 11 am to 12 
pm. (Need 4) 

 
 Music Rehearsal Helper on Saturday, December 14 - Assist in crowd control at Saturday’s 

Music Rehearsal, allowing children to enter and remain in All Saints' Hall from 9:00 – 10:00 
am. (Need 4) 

 
 General Costumes Assistant on Saturday, December 14 - Pass out the costumes for angels 

and shepherds at our Music Rehearsal on Saturday, December 14. (Need 3) 

 
 Cast Costumes Preparation - Help our 3rd grade cast get ready the morning of the pageant. 

We will need you on Sunday, December 15 before the Pageant from 10:30 - 11:05 am. 
(Need 3) 

 
 Cast Costume Clean Up - Help our 3rd grade cast take off and organize their costumes 

following the Pageant. We will need you on Sunday, December 15 immediately following the 
Pageant from 12:15 - 1:15 pm. (Need 4) 

 Costume Packers - Help us put away cast costumes on Wednesday, December 18 between 
10:00 am - Noon. (Need 3) 

 
 General Costumes Collectors - Collect angel, shepherd, and sheep costumes from families at 

the end of the pageant and sort them. Must be available Sunday, December 15 immediately 
following the Pageant. (Need 4) 

 
 Space Setup Helpers - Help us turn All Saints’ Hall from 8:45 AM worship space to a space 

perfect for the birth of a king. We will need you Sunday, December 15 from 9:45 – 10:30 AM. 
This may involve some heavy lifting – perfect for dads, too! (Need 4) 



 Count Shepherd Costumes – During a time determined with Sarah Ford, count shepherd 
costumes to ensure there are approximately 100 wrapped costumes (tunic, headband, tea 
towel, and rope belt). (Need 2) 

 
 Count Angel Costumes –During a time determined with Sarah Ford, count angel costumes to 

ensure there are approximately 80 costumes (halo, wings, and tinsel belt). (Need 2) 

 Take Home/Wash Costumes - Take home all sheep and shepherd costumes to be washed 
and returned within the week. (Need 4)
